Item 10:
Reports of Representatives. 

Councillor Simpson reported on a recent meeting of the Cardiff and Vale University Stakeholders at which two issues were discussed:

There is no major trauma unit in South Wales and South Powys.  
The Heath Hospital in Cardiff and Morriston Hospital in Swansea are being considered for it.  An independent panel of expert clinicians (under the chairmanship of Prof Moran of the Nottingham University Hospital) reviewed the options available for a major Trauma Network for South and West Wales and South Powys including, in particular, what was seen to be the best site for the Major Trauma Centre between Cardiff and Swansea. The report recommended Cardiff. Public consultation continues until February 2018 part of which is a public meeting to be held in Barry (at Castleland Community Centre, Belvedere Crescent) on Tuesday 9 January 6.30 – 8pm.  

The other issue was the future of thoracic surgery provision. Until recently thoracic surgery was seen as a subset of cardiac surgery (i.e. Cardiothoracic Surgery) and, as such, any thoracic surgery needed was carried out by  Cardiothoracic surgeons. However the increasing variety and complexity of thoracic surgery has lead to the development of Thoracic Surgery as a specialism in its own right. Postal/electronic consultation has just completed on whether one or two specialist teams should be promoted and, if one, where should it be sited? One issue which arose strongly during the discussion was the importance of parallel developments in the patient pathway from GP to Thoracic Surgeon for no matter how good the surgical provision and facilities, the crucial factor in survival is early diagnosis.
